Users can register to get updates on important developments as the U.S. Department of Education finalizes regulations and creates the systems for managing the new programs.

 If you are hearing from individuals or groups worrying about student loan payments or those wondering if they can afford to take a public service job, www.IBRinfo.org will be helpful.    

Income-Based Repayment (IBR) is a new payment option for federal student loans.  It will help borrowers keep their loan payments affordable with payment caps (less than 10% of income for most eligible borrowers) based on income and family size.  IBR also will forgive remaining debt, if any, after up to 25 years of qualifying payments.  Public Service Loan Forgiveness will forgive remaining debt after 10 years of eligible employment and qualifying loan payments for people working in key public service professions such as teaching, government, social work, law enforcement, and non-profit 501(c)(3) organizations.   

These new programs take effect in July 2009.  It will take a while before the U.S. Department of Education has all of the regulations written and the systems up and running.  In the interim, IBRinfo.org will provide information on these two new federal programs, as well as other student financial assistance.  On this website, consumers also can sign up to receive alerts about new developments as they occur. 

Our goal is to help fill the information gap so that borrowers can make the most of the new benefits as soon as they become available next year.  We hope you will include this information on your homepage, in your newsletters and in your news alerts, as well as provide the link to groups and individuals working to educate students and families about student financial assistance.

Dear Seniors and Parents:

The Northside School District PTA Council Scholarship Program has been awarding scholarships for the past 40 years.  Over 221 graduates of Northside high schools have received PTA scholarships, totaling over $174,000 in financial aid to date.

In order to receive a Jack C. Jordan Scholarship, a student must file the application according to the procedures outlined in the application packet.  Applications are available in the high school counselors’ offices beginning the month of January, and the completed applications are due in the counselor’s office by February 8, 2008.  One winner and an alternate are selected from each Northside high school that has a PTA unit.  Finalists will be interviewed by the Scholarship Committee in April, and winners are announced at the May PTA Council Meeting.
